As many know, Google is looking to make a community all giggly with a grandiose gift of
gigabit-speed internet. Durham is hot on the trail of this project that would bring internet
service over fiber-optic cable to every household, all capable of running at speeds up to 1
gigabit per second, or roughly 700 times faster than the average in-home broadband
service.

Fortunately, numerous bits of news coverage, locally and nationally
(folks nationwide are reporting about Durham’s progress), have
covered the Durham effort so far. In addition to a whole lot of
Twittering and Facebooking—and other things that sound perhaps
either unnatural or at least not fit for polite conversation—here is a
short list of ways for readers to continue to support Durham’s
application.

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In Summary: What a Visitor is Worth to Durham
The final segment of a 4-part series on the economic impact of visitors to Durham.

There are three primary benefits to attracting and serving visitors to a community. First and
foremost is the spending aspect: in 2008, visitors spent $679.4 million in Durham. The
largest share of that went toward food and beverage purchases — so without visitors,
Durham would have 1/3 fewer restaurants. Entertainment accounted for the smallest piece
of the pie, with $11.6 million in spending.

It is important to note that there is a fairly substantial amount of Economic Impact of
leakage that occurs. One aspect of leakage occurs when Visitors to Durham in 2008
Durham visitors are directed to other communities for dining,
shopping, and entertainment. The amount of spending that is
“lost” this way is estimated at $134 million.

Additionally, not every dollar that is spent in Durham stays in the
local economy. About 30% of all dollars generated “leak”
because not all visitor-related businesses purchase all of their
goods and services in Durham. The spending by the three out of
every five workers in Durham who are not residents also
reduces potential induced impact.

But the remaining overall impact, sometimes referred to as the click to enlarge
“value added” to the local Durham economy, is still huge — nearly half a billion dollars in
2008 ($491 M).
